Day 5:  Beijing – Shanghai
– Suzhou 

Begin the day with a visit to Tiananmen
Square, the second-largest public square in
the world. Next, explore the Forbidden City, a
UNESCO World Heritage Site and one of the
largest, best-preserved imperial palace
complexes in existence.

For lunch, savor the iconic flavors of Peking
Roast Duck, a dish that beautifully combines
tradition and innovation.
