It is one of the
most recognhizable ancient sites of Egypt.

Temple of Kom Ombo, dedicated to Horus, the
Sky God and Sobek, the Crocodile God.
Admire the fascinating detailed reliefs on the
walls. Return to the cruise for sailing, enjoy
your free time on board. Overnight on board.

Conclude the tour at the Colossi of Memnon,
two massive stone statues of the Pharaoh
Amenhotep Il. Then take a sightseeing tour
of the East Bank. Visit Luxor Temple to
admire the colossal statues of the great
pharaoh Ramses Il. And visit the magnificent
Temples of Karnak, dating back over 3,000
years. Walk along the avenue of the
Sphinxes and marvel at the Hypostyle Hall
with its 134 massive sandstone columns.
Tonight, you may join the optional Sound
and Light Show at karnak temple
(US$68/person, Min. 10 guests). Explore the
complex as multi-colored lights and laser
projections illuminate the pillars, statues, and
chambers, and pharaoh’s voices tell the
temple’s story. Finish by watching a
panoramic light show cast on the walls.
Overnight in Luxor.
